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Eligibility of Resident/Nonresident Pupils

Future Residents (this entire policy is available through the district website.)
· A child otherwise eligible for attendance, whose parent(s) or legal guardian(s) have demonstrated that he/she has signed a contract to buy, build, or rent a residence in this district, may be enrolled, without payment of tuition, for a period of two months (sixty calendar days).

· If the child does not become a resident of the district by the end of this period, for which free attendance is given, the Board shall demand and be entitled to payment of tuition, from that date, until such time as the child does become a legal resident of the district.  Such tuition shall be payable in advance, by certified check, monthly and shall be non-refundable.  Verification of residency shall be determined by the Superintendent's office.

· Parent(s) or legal guardian(s) of pupils admitted under this policy shall be responsible for the transportation of their child to and from school, such transportation being at full expense to the parent(s) or legal guardian(s) of these pupils until the time the child does become a legal resident of the district.
